The MPWV1 Meat Goat Producers Association will be holding an educational seminar on April 26th at Carroll Community College in Westminster, MD. Registration will begin at 9:30.  The seminar will be held from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m at the college before moving to Don and Pam Adams' Bridgestone Manor Farm for lunch and a field day from 1:30 to 3:30 p.m.

Seminar topics will include: traditional veterinary and health care; selling your goats; pasture and nutrition; non-traditional goat health care; and the pros and cons of registering your goats. Field day topics will include: getting ready for the show: trimming hooves and clipping goats; animal health: giving shots correctly and evaluating goat health. A separate educational track for youth is being planned. It will cover selecting, raising, and getting your kid(s) ready for the show and sale. Speakers will include veterinarians, extension agents, and experienced goat producers.

The day will begin with a business meeting and discussion of upcoming events: Western Maryland Pasture-Based Meat Goat Performance Tested Buck and Invitational Doe Sale; WV Purebred Sheep Show & Sale (which includes goats); Washington County Ag Expo Open Class Goat Show; and plans for the 2009 conference.

The cost is $15 per person or $25 per family (paid in advance) or $20/person and $30/family (if paid at the door). Lunch is included in the registration fee. For more information, contact:
